1. General

Business

Mission Produce, Inc. together with its consolidated subsidiaries (“Mission,” “the Company,” “we,” “us” or “our”), is a global leader in the avocado industry. The Company’s expertse lies in the farming, packaging, marketng and distributon of avocados to food retailers, distributors and produce wholesalers worldwide. The Company procures avocados principally from California, Mexico and Peru. Through our various operatng facilites, we grow, sort, pack, bag and ripen avocados and a small amount of other fruits for distributon to domestc and internatonal markets. We report our results of operatons in three operatng segments: Marketng and Distributon, Internatonal Farming and Blueberries (see Note 12).

Basis of presentaton and consolidaton

The unaudited interim condensed consolidated fnancial statements are presented in accordance with accountng principles generally accepted in the United States of America (“U.S. GAAP”) for interim fnancial informaton and include the Company’s consolidated domestc and internatonal subsidiaries and variable interest entty (“VIE”) for which we are the primary benefciary and have a controlling interest. Certain informaton and disclosures normally included in annual consolidated fnancial statements prepared in accordance with U.S. GAAP have been condensed or omited. Accordingly, these unaudited interim condensed consolidated fnancial statements and accompanying footnotes should be read in conjuncton with the Company’s Annual Report for the year ended October 31, 2021. In the opinion of management, all adjustments, of a normal recurring nature, considered necessary for a fair statement have been included in the unaudited condensed consolidated fnancial statements. Interim results of operatons are not necessarily indicatve of future results, including results that may be expected for the twelve months ended October 31, 2022.

Consolidaton of VIE

On May 1, 2022, a reconsideraton event (explained in Note 2) occurred related to Moruga S.A.C., an entty for which we have a 60% equity ownership interest. Moruga S.A.C. is a holding company with one wholly owned subsidiary Blueberries Peru, S.A.C. (collectvely referred to as “Moruga”). Moruga was previously accounted for under the equity method, where investments are stated at inital cost and adjusted for subsequent additonal investments and our proportonate share of earnings or losses and distributons. As a result of the reconsideraton event, we concluded that Moruga is a VIE, and that the Company is the primary benefciary with a controlling interest. Based on this conclusion, we consolidated Moruga on May 1, 2022. Prior period fnancial results accounted for under the equity method may not be comparable to post-consolidated results.

Recently issued accountng standards

In March 2022, the Financial Accountng Standards Board (“FASB”) issued Accountng Standards Update (“ASU”) 2022-02, Financial Instruments–Credit Losses (Topic 326) Troubled Debt Restructurings and Vintage Disclosures, which among other things, requires that enttes disclose current-period gross write-ofs by year of originaton for fnancing receivables. The amendments in this ASU are required to be adopted for fscal years beginning afer December 15, 2022, including interim periods within those fscal years. The impact of ASU 2022-02 is not expected to be material on our fnancial conditon, results of operatons and cash fows.

In March 2020, the FASB issued ASU 2020-04, Reference Rate Reform, and a subsequent update following, which provides optonal expedients and exceptons for applying GAAP principles to contracts, hedging relatonships, and other transactons afected by reference rate reform if certain criteria are met. The amendments in this ASU apply only to contracts, hedging relatonships, and other transactons that reference LIBOR or another reference rate expected to be discontnued as a result of reference rate reform. The optonal expedients in this ASU are available for adopton as of March 12, 2020 through December 31, 2022. The Company is evaluatng the impact of electng the adopton of this ASU on our fnancial conditon, results of operatons and cash fows.


2.	Business Combinaton with Moruga

The Company owns a 60% equity interest in Moruga, which was established in 2014 when it began small-scale blueberry plantngs in Peru. Since incepton, Moruga has expanded to approximately 360 productve hectares. On May 1, 2022, the shareholders of Moruga amended and restated its shareholders agreement (“the Amendment”), wherein certain supermajority requirements that previously prevented the Company from directng the primary actvites of Moruga were removed. In connecton with the Amendment, shareholders approved a new capital project to farm approximately 600 additonal hectares of blueberries in the Olmos region of Peru. Blueberries produced will be marketed through an agreement which gives exclusive marketng rights to a minority shareholder. The new capital project is antcipated to require a total investment of approximately $50 million. The capital investment will be funded by cash fow generated by Moruga and pro-rata shareholder contributons based on each shareholders’ respectve ownership interest.

The Amendment resulted in the consolidaton of Moruga because the Company concluded that that Moruga was a VIE, and the Company could control the primary actvites of Moruga and is the primary benefciary of the entty. Upon consolidaton, Moruga was accounted for using the acquisiton method of accountng. In relaton to our preexistng equity interest, we recognized a remeasurement gain of $2.0 million, calculated as the diference between our 60% investment carrying value of $28.2 million and its acquisiton date fair value of $30.2 million.

Preliminary fair value allocaton of Moruga

The fair value of Moruga is a Level 3 measurement in the fair value hierarchy. Management estmated the fair value of Moruga with the assistance of a third-party valuaton specialist, using a combinaton of the guideline publicly-traded companies (“GPC”) method under the market approach and the discounted cash fow (“DCF”) method under the income approach. We applied an equal weightng to the value conclusions resultng from the two employed approaches, because there was sufcient informaton available to estmate fair value under both methods.

Under the GPC method, valuaton multples are calculated from the operatng data and market metrics of the GPCs, and are then evaluated and adjusted based on the strengths and weaknesses of the entty relatve to the comparable GPCs. The signifcant inputs used to estmate the fair value of the investment under the GPC method are the selected business enterprise value (“BEV”) to EBITDA multple and BEV to revenue multple. Of the derived multples, we selected 8.0x for BEV to EBITDA and 1.1x for BEV to revenue. The mean and median multples of the GPCs were 9.1x and 9.2x for BEV to EBITDA, respectvely, and 1.1x and 0.7x for BEV to revenue, respectvely.

Under the DCF method, the most signifcant inputs used to estmate the fair value are the cash fow projectons, which are sensitve to the revenue projectons, and the weighted average cost of capital (or discount rate) which is used to discount and present value the projected cash fows. For the revenue projectons, we assumed a nearly fat annual growth rate based on the maturity of the existng blueberry plants for the discrete forecast period from 2023 to 2032, prior to reaching the terminal period. The weighted average cost of capital was estmated using a capital asset pricing model and the discount rate used to present value the future cash fows was 9%.

The allocaton of the fair value of Moruga as of the acquisiton date is preliminary and subject to change within the allowable measurement period from the acquisiton date. Goodwill represents the excess of the sum of the fair value of our previously held equity interest and the fair value of the noncontrolling interest, over the net of the acquisiton-date values of the identfable assets and liabilites assumed. The goodwill is atributable to our expected ability to utlize our existng infrastructure and workforce in Peru during the complementary periods between avocado harvest and processing seasons. The goodwill recognized is not expected to be deductble for income tax purposes.

The credit facility requires the Company to comply with fnancial and other covenants, including limitatons on investments, capital expenditures, dividend payments, amounts and types of liens and indebtedness, and material asset sales. The Company is also required to maintain certain leverage and fxed charge coverage ratos. As of July 31, 2022, the Company was in compliance with all covenants of the credit facility.

Interest rate swaps

The Company has four separate interest rate swaps with a total notonal amount of $100 million to hedge changes in the variable interest rate on $100 million of principal value of the Company’s term loans. We account for the interest rate swaps in accordance with ASC 815, Derivatves and Hedging, as amended, which requires the recogniton of all derivatve instruments as either assets or liabilites in the consolidated balance sheets and measurement of those instruments at fair value. The Company has not designated the interest rate swaps as cash fow hedges, and as a result under the accountng guidance, changes in the fair value of the interest rate swaps have been recorded in other (expense) income in the condensed consolidated statements of comprehensive income and changes in the liability are presented in net cash (used in) provided by operatng actvites in the condensed consolidated statements of cash fow. Refer to Note 9 for more details.


7. Commitments and Contngencies

Litgaton

The Company is involved from tme to tme in claims, proceedings, and litgaton, including the following:

On April 23, 2020, former Mission Produce, Inc. employees fled a class acton lawsuit in the Superior Court of the State of California for the County of Los Angeles against us alleging violaton of certain wage and labor laws in California, including failure to pay all overtme wages, minimum wage violatons, and meal and rest period violatons, among others. Additonally, on June 10, 2020, former Mission Produce, Inc.
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employees fled a class acton lawsuit in the Superior Court of the State of California for the County of Ventura against us alleging similar violatons of certain wage and labor laws. The plaintfs in both cases seek damages primarily consistng of class certfcaton and payment of wages earned and owed, plus other consequental and special damages. While the Company believes that it did not violate any wage or labor laws, it nevertheless decided to setle these class acton lawsuits. In May 2021, the plaintfs in both class acton lawsuits and the Company agreed preliminarily to a comprehensive setlement to resolve both class acton cases for a total of $0.8 million, which the Company recorded as a loss contngency in selling, general and administratve expenses in the condensed consolidated statements of comprehensive income during the three months ended April 30, 2021. This preliminary setlement is subject to approval by the applicable courts.

The outcomes of our legal proceedings and other contngencies are inherently unpredictable, subject to signifcant uncertaintes, and if one or more legal maters were resolved against the Company in a reportng period for amounts above management’s expectatons, the Company’s fnancial conditon and operatng results for that period could be materially adversely afected.

8. Income Taxes

The income tax expense recorded for the three and nine months ended July 31, 2022 and 2021 difers from the income taxes expected at the U.S. federal statutory tax rate of 21.0%, primarily due to income atributable to foreign jurisdictons which is taxed at diferent rates, changes in foreign exchange rates taxable in foreign jurisdictons, state taxes, nondeductble tax items, changes in uncertain tax positons (“UTP”), and changes in tax law afectng the rate in future years.

As of July 31, 2022, the Company had $14.4 million in UTP accrued, of which $8.0 million relates to interest and penaltes, inclusive of infatonary adjustments. The period for assessing interest and penaltes has expired. However, the Company contnues to record certain statutory adjustments related to infaton. Changes in the UTP related to changes in foreign exchange rates during the period are included in other (expense) income in the condensed consolidated statements of comprehensive income.

Additonally, the Company recorded a discrete tax expense of $5.1 million during the three months ended January 31, 2021, related to the remeasurement of our deferred tax liabilites in Peru due to the enactment of tax rate changes for future years. On December 30, 2020, Peru enacted certain tax law changes efectve January 1, 2021 that repealed existng tax laws which provided benefts to agribusiness enttes. The new law will subject the Company to higher Peruvian tax rates than the current rate of 15% as follows: 20% for calendar years 2023 to 2024, 25% for calendar years 2025 to 2027, and 29.5% thereafer.

Our mutual fund investments relate to our deferred compensaton plan, which are held in a Rabbi trust. The funds are measured at quoted prices in actve markets, which is equivalent to their fair value.

The fair value of interest rate swaps is determined using widely accepted valuaton techniques, including discounted cash fow analysis, on the expected cash fows of each derivatve. The analysis refects the contractual terms of the swaps, including the period to maturity, and uses observable market-based inputs, including interest rate curves (“signifcant other observable inputs”). The fair value calculaton also includes an amount for risk of non-performance using “signifcant unobservable inputs” such as estmates of current credit spreads to evaluate the likelihood of default. The Company has concluded, as of July 31, 2022 and October 31, 2021, that the fair value associated with the “signifcant unobservable inputs” relatng to the Company’s risk of non-performance was insignifcant to the overall fair value of the interest rate swap agreements and, as a result, the Company has determined that the relevant inputs for purposes of calculatng the fair value of the interest rate swap agreements, in their entrety, were based upon “signifcant other observable inputs”. The assets or liabilites associated with the interest rate swaps have been included in prepaid and other current assets and other assets or accrued expenses and other long-term liabilites, respectvely, in the condensed consolidated balance sheets and gains and losses for the interest rate swaps have been included in other (expense) income in the condensed consolidated statements of comprehensive income.

Prior to May 1, 2022, Moruga was not a consolidated entty, therefore transactons from this tme period are presented the same as in prior periods. The Company provided loans to Moruga to support growth and expansion projects, bearing interest at 6.5%, due December 31, 2023. The Company also provides packing and cooling services for blueberries and leases owned land to Moruga.

12. Segment and Revenue Informaton

We have three operatng segments which are also reportable segments. Our reportable segments are presented based on how informaton is used by our CEO, who is the chief operatng decision maker, to measure performance and allocate resources. Afer the consolidaton of Moruga on May 1, 2022 (refer to Notes 1 and 2 for more informaton), the informaton used by the CEO changed to include the results of Moruga, and as such, we determined our reportable segments to be:

· Marketng and Distributon. Our Marketng and Distributon reportable segment sources fruit from growers and then distributes the fruit through our global distributon network.

· Internatonal Farming. Internatonal Farming owns and operates orchards from which substantally all fruit produced is sold to our Marketng and Distributon segment. Its farming actvites range from cultvatng early-stage plantngs to harvestng from mature trees,
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and it also earns service revenues for packing and processing for our Blueberries segment, as well as for third-party producers of other crops during the avocado of-harvest season. Operatons are principally located in Peru, with smaller operatons emerging in other areas of Latn America.

· Blueberries. The new Blueberries segment represents the results of Moruga, subsequent to its consolidaton on May 1, 2022. Moruga’s farming actvites include cultvatng early-stage blueberry plantngs and harvestng mature bushes. Substantally all of blueberries produced are sold to a single distributor under an exclusive marketng agreement.

The CEO evaluates and monitors segment performance primarily through segment sales and segment adjusted EBITDA. Adjusted EBITDA refers to net income (loss), before interest expense, income taxes, depreciaton and amortzaton expense, stock-based compensaton expense, other income (expense), and income (loss) from equity method investees, further adjusted by asset impairment and disposals, net of insurance recoveries, farming costs for nonproductve orchards (which represents land lease costs), certain noncash and nonrecurring ERP costs, transacton costs, material legal setlements, and any special, non-recurring, or one-tme items such as remeasurements or impairments, and any porton of these items atributable to the noncontrolling interest, all of which are excluded from the results the CEO reviews uses to assess segment performance and results. We believe that adjusted EBITDA by segment provides useful informaton for analyzing the underlying business results as well as allowing investors a means to evaluate the fnancial results of each reportable segment in relaton to the Company as a whole. These measures are not in accordance with, nor are they a substtute for or superior to, the comparable GAAP fnancial measures.

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Item 2.	Management’s Discussion and Analysis of Financial Conditon and Results of Operatons

You should read the following discussion and analysis of our fnancial conditon and results of operatons together with our unaudited fnancial statements and related notes included elsewhere in this quarterly report. This discussion and analysis contains forward-looking statements based upon our current beliefs, plans and expectatons that involve risks, uncertaintes and assumptons. Our actual results may difer materially from those antcipated in these forward-looking statements as a result of various factors. Please refer to the secton of this report under the heading “Forward Looking Statements.”

Overview

We are a world leader in sourcing, producing and distributng fresh avocados, serving retail, wholesale and foodservice customers. We source, produce, pack and distribute avocados and a small amount of other fruits to our customers and provide value-added services including ripening, bagging, custom packing and logistcal management. In additon, we provide our customers with merchandising and promotonal support, insights on market trends and training designed to increase their retail avocado sales.

Consolidaton of VIE

On May 1, 2022, a reconsideraton event occurred related to Moruga S.A.C., a holding company with one wholly owned subsidiary Blueberries Peru, S.A.C. (collectvely referred to as “Moruga”), and entty for which we have a 60% equity ownership interest. Moruga was previously accounted for under the equity method, where investments are stated at inital cost and adjusted for subsequent additonal investments and our proportonate share of earnings or losses and distributons. As a result of the reconsideraton event, we concluded that Moruga is a variable interest entty (“VIE”), and that the Company is the primary benefciary with a controlling interest. Based on this conclusion, we consolidated Moruga on May 1, 2022. Prior period fnancial results accounted for under the equity method may not be comparable to post-consolidated results. For more details on Moruga, refer to Note 2 to the unaudited fnancial statements in this quarterly report.

Our reportable segments are presented based on how informaton is used by our CEO, who is the chief operatng decision maker, to measure performance and allocate resources. ERP system implementaton

On November 1, 2021, we implemented a new enterprise resource planning (“ERP”) system in our Marketng and Distributon segment to improve operatonal visibility and fnancial reportng capabilites. During implementaton, we encountered signifcant challenges which limited our ability to efectvely manage our business operatons, thereby impactng our proftability and fnancial results for the frst quarter of 2022. Our distributon centers and packing houses experienced problems with purchasing, receiving and shipping, which resulted in a high reliance on both third-party fruit and packaged fruit that we would have otherwise sourced directly in the feld and packed in our facilites. Other issues included delays in automated customer invoicing and inventory management issues. During the second quarter of 2022, these operatonal issues we experienced during the frst quarter were largely resolved. We contnue to work with our third-party implementaton frm to improve the system, and thus the fnancial impact during the second and third quarters were primarily limited to ongoing consultng costs.


Results of Operatons

The operatng results of our businesses are signifcantly impacted by the price and volume of avocados we farm, source and distribute. In additon, our results have been, and will contnue to be, afected by quarterly and annual fuctuatons due to a number of factors, including but not limited to pests and disease, weather paterns, changes in demand by consumers, food safety advisories, the tming of the receipt, reducton, or
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cancellaton of signifcant customer orders, the gain or loss of signifcant customers, the availability, quality and price of raw materials, the utlizaton of capacity at our various locatons and general economic conditons.

Our fnancial reportng currency is the U.S. dollar. The functonal currency of substantally all of our subsidiaries is the U.S. dollar and substantally all of our sales are denominated in U.S. dollars. A signifcant porton of our purchases of avocados are denominated in the Mexican Peso and a signifcant porton of our growing and harvestng costs are denominated in Peruvian Soles. Fluctuatons in the exchange rates between the U.S. dollar and these local currencies usually do not have a signifcant impact on our gross margin because the impact afects our pricing by comparable amounts. Our margin exposure to exchange rate fuctuatons is short-term in nature, as our sales price commitments are generally limited to less than one month and orders can primarily be serviced with procured inventory. Over longer periods of tme, we believe that the impact exchange rate fuctuatons will have on our cost of goods sold will largely be passed on to our customers in the form of higher or lower prices.

Net sales increased $66.4 million or 27% and $153.2 million or 23% in the three and nine months ended July 31, 2022 compared to the same periods last year, respectvely. Growth was driven by 42% and 45% increases in average per-unit avocado sales prices in the three and nine months ended July 31, 2022, compared to the same periods last year, respectvely, due to lower industry supply out of Mexico, as well as infatonary pressures. Partally ofsetng price gains were decreases in avocado volume sold of 11% and 16% for the three and nine months ended July 31, 2022 compared to the same periods last year, respectvely, primarily driven by lower Mexican supply. Domestc volumes declined at a lower rate relatve to export markets during these periods, demonstratng the resiliency of demand for avocados amid higher price points in the U.S. market.
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Gross proft

Cost of sales is composed primarily of avocado procurement costs from independent growers and packers, logistcs costs, packaging costs, labor, costs associated with cultvaton (the cost of growing crops), harvestng and depreciaton. Avocado procurement costs from third-party suppliers can vary signifcantly between and within fscal years and correlate closely with market prices for avocados. While we have long-standing relatonships with our growers and packers, we predominantly purchase fruit on a daily basis at market rates. As such, the cost to procure products from independent growers can have a signifcant impact on our costs.

Logistcs costs include land and sea transportaton and expenses related to port facilites and distributon centers. Land transportaton costs consist primarily of third-party trucking services to support North American distributon, while sea transportaton cost consists primarily of third-party shipping of refrigerated containers from supply markets in South and Central America to demand markets in North America, Europe and Asia. Variatons in containerboard prices, which afect the cost of boxes and other packaging materials, and fuel prices can have an impact on our product cost and our proft margins. Variatons in the producton yields, and other input costs also afect our cost of sales.

In general, changes in our volume of products sold can have a disproportonate efect on our gross proft. Within any partcular year, a signifcant porton of our cost of products are fxed. Accordingly, higher volumes produced on company-owned farms directly reduce the average cost per pound of fruit grown on company owned orchards, while lower volumes directly increase the average cost per pound of fruit grown on company owned orchards. Likewise, higher volumes processed through packing and distributon facilites directly reduce the average overhead cost per unit of fruit handled, while lower volumes directly increase the average overhead cost per unit of fruit handled.

Gross proft increased $1.7 million or 4%, in the three months ended July 31, 2022 compared to the same period last year to $42.6 million, and gross proft percentage decreased 300 basis points to 13.6% of revenue compared to the same period last year. The increase in gross proft was primarily driven by higher per-unit margin, partally ofset by the impact of lower avocado volume sold and its related impact on fxed cost absorpton in our Marketng and Distributon segment. Margin is primarily managed on a per-unit basis in our Marketng and Distributon segment, which can lead to signifcant movement in gross proft percentage when sales prices fuctuate. Gross proft in its Internatonal Farming segment was essentally fat with the prior year period.

Gross proft decreased $27.8 million or 31%, in the nine months ended July 31, 2022 compared to the same period last year to $62.9 million, and gross proft percentage decreased 610 basis points to 7.8% of revenue compared to the same period last year. The decreases were driven by the impact of lower avocado volume sold, as well as temporary and unforeseen operatonal challenges created by the ERP implementaton in our Marketng and Distributon segment during the frst quarter of 2022, which limited our ability to efectvely manage our supply chain. In additon, we experienced gross proft decreases in the Internatonal Farming segment which were due to the tming of costs incurred and the impact of pricing at early-stage mango farms during the second quarter of 2022.

Selling, general and administratve expenses

Selling, general and administratve expenses primarily include the costs associated with selling, professional fees, general corporate overhead and other related administratve functons.

Selling, general and administratve expenses increased $3.4 million or 20% in the three months ended July 31, 2022 compared to the same period last year due to higher employee-related costs driven by higher stock-based compensaton expense and labor infaton, as well as noncapitalizable costs associated with the implementaton of our new ERP system in our Marketng and Distributon segment. Additonally, we recorded a $0.8 million gain on insurance setlement in the same period last year. The consolidaton of Moruga during the third quarter of 2022 increased selling, general and administratve expense by $0.5 million.

Selling, general and administratve expenses increased $9.9 million or 21% in the nine months ended July 31, 2022 compared to the same period last year due to the same factors above, as well as higher professional fees and higher travel costs. Higher professional fees were in-part
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related to our change in SEC fler status from an emerging growth company to a large accelerated fler on October 31, 2021. Travel costs were higher as COVID-related travel restrictons have eased relatve to prior year.

Interest expense

Interest expense consists primarily of interest on borrowings under working capital facilites that we maintain and interest on other long-term debt used to make capital and equity investments.

Interest expense increased $0.5 million or 50.0% and $0.8 million or 29.6% in the three and nine months ended July 31, 2022 compared to the same periods last year, respectvely. The increases were primarily due to higher interest rates, as the majority of our outstanding debt is subject to variable rates.

Equity method income decreased $0.4 million or 19% in the three months ended July 31, 2022 compared to the same period last year, due to lower earnings from Mr. Avocado due to COVID-related restrictons persistng within the Chinese market.

Equity method income decreased $0.6 million or 14% in the nine months ended July 31, 2022 compared to the same period last year due as lower earnings from Moruga and Mr. Avocado were partally ofset by higher earnings from HAC. Moruga was afected by lower per-unit sales pricing, as well as higher farming costs associated with the replacement of certain farmable area with the intent of increasing yields.

Other expense increased $0.4 million or 80% in the three months ended July 31, 2022 compared to the same period last year primarily due to higher loss on foreign currency transactons primarily between the U.S. dollar and Mexican peso.

Other income was $3.6 million for the nine months ended July 31, 2022 compared to expense of $0.8 million in the same period last year. The change was primarily due to gains on our interest rate swaps driven by market movements in short-term interest rates, as well as lower losses on foreign currency transactons as described above.

Provision for income taxes

The provision for income taxes consists of the consolidaton of tax provisions, computed on a separate entty basis, in each country in which we have operatons. We recognize the efects of tax legislaton in the period in which the law is enacted. Our deferred tax assets and liabilites are measured using enacted tax rates expected to apply to taxable income in the years we estmate the related temporary diferences to reverse. Realizaton of deferred tax assets is dependent upon future earnings, the tming and amount of which are uncertain.

We recognize a tax beneft from an uncertain tax positon only if it is more likely than not the tax positon will be sustained on examinaton by the taxing authorites, based on the technical merits of the positon. The tax benefts recognized from such positons are then
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measured based on the largest beneft that has a greater than 50% likelihood of being realized upon setlement. Interest and penaltes related to unrecognized tax benefts are recognized within provision for income taxes.

The provision for income taxes decreased $0.5 million or 8% in the three months ended July 31, 2022 compared to the same period last year primarily due to lower pre-tax income.

The provision for income taxes decreased $11.6 million or 76% in the nine months ended July 31, 2022 compared to the same period last year due to primarily due to lower pre-tax income in the current year. The efectve tax rate was negatvely impacted by discrete items in both years. In the current year, development-phase losses in Guatemala did not generate tax benefts, which had a disproportonate impact on our efectve tax rate due to lower pre-tax income. In the prior year, we recognized expense of $5.1 million related to the remeasurement of our deferred tax liabilites in Peru due to the enactment of tax rate changes for future years.

Segment Results of Operatons

Our CEO evaluates and monitors segment performance primarily through segment sales and segment adjusted earnings before interest expense, income taxes and depreciaton and amortzaton (“adjusted EBITDA”). We believe that adjusted EBITDA by segment provides useful informaton for analyzing the underlying business results as well as allowing investors a means to evaluate the fnancial results of each reportable segment in relaton to the Company as a whole. These measures are not in accordance with, nor are they a substtute for or superior to, the comparable GAAP fnancial measures.

Adjusted EBITDA refers to net income (loss), before interest expense, income taxes, depreciaton and amortzaton expense, stock-based compensaton expense, other income (expense), and income (loss) from equity method investees, further adjusted by asset impairment and disposals, net of insurance recoveries, farming costs for nonproductve orchards (which represents land lease costs), certain noncash and nonrecurring ERP costs, transacton costs, material legal setlements, and any special, non-recurring, or one-tme items such as remeasurements or impairments, and any porton of these items atributable to the noncontrolling interest, all of which are excluded from the results the CEO reviews uses to assess segment performance and results.

Marketng and Distributon

Net sales in our Marketng and Distributon segment increased $69.3 million or 29% and $153.3 million or 24% in the three and nine months ended July 31, 2022, compared to the same periods last year, respectvely. The increases were due to the same drivers impactng consolidated revenue.

Segment adjusted EBITDA increased $2.4 million or 18% in the three months ended July 31, 2022 compared to the same period last year due primarily to higher per-unit gross margins, partally ofset by the impact of lower avocado volume sold.

Segment adjusted EBITDA decreased $23.5 million or 55% in the nine months ended July 31, 2022 compared to the same period last year due to the impact of lower avocado volume sold, lower gross margin atributed to ERP-related issues during the frst quarter of 2022, and higher selling, general and administratve expenses as described above.

Internatonal Farming

Substantally all sales of fruit from our Internatonal Farming segment are to the Marketng and Distributon segment, with the remainder of revenue largely derived from services provided to third partes and our Blueberries segment. Afliated sales are concentrated in the second half of the fscal year in alignment with the Peruvian avocado harvest season, which typically runs from April through August of each year. As a result, adjusted EBITDA for the Internatonal Farming segment is generally concentrated in the third and fourth quarters of the fscal year in alignment with the tming of sales. The Company operates approximately 300 hectares of mangos in Peru that are largely in an early-stage of producton. The tming of the mango harvest is concentrated in the fscal second quarter and, as a result, mangos have a more pronounced impact on segment fnancial performance during this tmeframe.

Total segment sales in our Internatonal Farming segment decreased $1.5 million, or 2% in the three months ended July 31, 2022 compared to the same period last year, due primarily to lower third-party service revenue. Afliated sales were slightly higher due to increase in avocado volume harvested and sold. Segment afliated sales refects the consideraton returned to the Internatonal Farming segment net of logistcs costs, the most signifcant of which is ocean freight. The higher average per-unit pricing that was realized in third quarter was ofset by these higher logistcs costs.

Total segment sales in our Internatonal Farming segment in the nine months ended July 31, 2022 were relatvely fat compared to the same period last year as higher afliated sales avocado sales were substantally ofset by lower third-party service revenue.
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Segment adjusted EBITDA decreased $0.7 million or 4% in the three months ended July 31, 2022 compared to the same period last year primarily due to infatonary pressures on input costs in our farming and packing operatons in Peru.

Segment adjusted EBITDA decreased $4.8 million or 30% in the nine months ended July 31, 2022 compared to the same period last year, due to the factors impactng quarter segment adjusted EBITDA noted above, as well as losses at early-stage mango farms that were mainly driven by lower than expected sales prices and higher costs associated with strategic initatves in farming maintenance and operatons that are intended to drive yield enhancements.

Blueberries

Sales in our Blueberries segment are concentrated in the frst and fourth quarters of our fscal year in alignment with the Peruvian blueberry harvest season, which typically runs from July through January.

In the three months ended July 31, 2022, net sales in our Blueberries segment were $0.3 million and segment adjusted EBITDA was $(0.2) million. As noted above, the Blueberries segment was consolidated prospectvely efectve May 1, 2022, therefore the actvity for the three months ended July 31, 2022 is equivalent to the nine months ended July 31, 2022.



Liquidity and Capital Resources

Operatng actvites

Operatng cash fows are seasonal in nature. We typically see increases in working capital during the frst half of our fscal year as our supply is predominantly sourced from Mexico under payment terms that are shorter than terms established for other source markets. In additon, we are building our growing crops inventory in our Internatonal Farming segment during the frst half of the year for ultmate harvest and sale that will occur during the second half of the fscal year. While these increases in working capital can cause operatng cash fows to be unfavorable in individual quarters, it is not indicatve of operatng cash performance that we expect to realize for the full year.

Net cash used in operatng actvites was $3.0 million for the nine months ended July 31, 2022, compared to cash provided by operatng actvites of $15.2 million in the respectve period last year. The change refected lower net income in fscal 2022, partally ofset by favorable change in working capital year over year. Within working capital, favorable change in grower payables were partally ofset by unfavorable changes in inventory and accounts receivable. Changes in grower payables and account receivables were due to increases in per-unit fruit pricing compared to prior year. Changes in inventory were due to increases in the per-unit value of fruit on hand in North America and higher growing crop inventory in Peru, driven by infatonary pressures on farming costs and additonal productve acreage, compared to last year.

Property, plant and equipment

In the nine months ended July 31, 2022, capital expenditures were concentrated in the purchase of farmland in Peru as well as land improvements and orchard development in Peru and Guatemala.

In the nine months ended July 31, 2021, capital expenditures were concentrated in land improvements and orchard development in Peru and Guatemala, as well as fnishing constructon related to our new distributon and ripening facility in Laredo, Texas, which opened in May 2021.

Proceeds from the sale of property, plant and equipment in the nine months ended July 31, 2022 were for land that had been originally intended for use as our corporate headquarters. In the nine months ended July 31, 2021, proceeds from the sale of property, plant and equipment were primarily from the sale of two mult-unit housing propertes in California that had been used for housing seasonal avocado labor contractors.

Equity method investees

In the nine months ended July 31, 2022 and 2021, we made capital contributons to our joint venture Copaltas, to support the purchase of additonal farmland in Colombia. We also received installment payments in both years on outstanding loans made to Moruga, during the tme Moruga was an equity method investee.

In the nine months ended July 31, 2022 we also made a capital contributon to Mr. Avocado to support the additon of a new distributon facility in southern China.

In the nine months ended July 31, 2021 we issued $2.0 million in loans to Copaltas to support the working capital needs of the entty and received an installment payment on our outstanding loan to Moruga, who was an equity method investee during that period.

Capital resources include cash fows from operatons, cash and cash equivalents, and debt fnancing.

We have a syndicated credit facility with Bank of America, N.A., comprised of two term loans and a revolving credit facility (“revolver”) that provides up to $100 million in borrowings. The credit facility also includes a swing line facility and an accordion feature which allows us to increase the borrowings by up to $125 million, with bank approval. We did not have any outstanding borrowings under the revolver as of July 31, 2022 and October 31, 2021. Interest on the revolver bears rates at a spread over LIBOR that varies with our leverage rato. As of July 31, 2022 and October 31, 2021, interest rates on the revolver were 4.37% and 1.84%, respectvely.

In April 2022, we entered into an amendment to our agreement for the credit facility, which, among other things provides for: (i) an increase to the maximum annual aggregate purchase consideraton for a permited acquisiton from $20 million to $30 million; (ii) an increase to the consolidated total net leverage rato for the fscal quarter ending April 30, 2022 from 2.75:1.0 to 3.75:1.0 and for the fscal quarter ending July 31, 2022, from 2.75:1.0 to 3.25:1.0; and (iii) certain other administratve updates.

As of July 31, 2022, we were required to comply with the following fnancial covenants: (a) a quarterly consolidated leverage rato of not more than 3.25 to 1.00 and (b) a quarterly consolidated fxed charge coverage rato of not less than 1.50 to 1.00. As of July 31, 2022, our consolidated leverage rato was 2.08 to 1.00 and our consolidated fxed charge coverage rato was 1.94 to 1.00 and we were in compliance with all such covenants of the credit facility. The loans are secured by real property, personal property and the capital stock of our subsidiaries. We pay fees on unused commitments on the credit facility.

Material cash requirements

Capital expenditures

We have various capital projects in progress for farming expansion and facility improvements which we intend to fund through our operatng cash fow as well as cash and cash equivalents on hand. For fscal 2022, we expect capital expenditures to be lower than recent fscal years. Cash paid for capital expenditures for the years ended October 31, 2021 and 2020, were $73.4 million and $67.3 million, respectvely.

Operatng leases

We are party to various operatng leases for facilites, land, and equipment, for which our undiscounted cash liabilites were $107.9 million as of July 31, 2022. Of that amount, approximately $20 million was related to a 15-year lease of a distributon facility in the U.K. that began July 1, 2022. The facility is expected to expand our distributon reach within the growing U.K. market. Facility improvements will begin in the fourth quarter of fscal 2022.

Moruga Blueberry Project

On May 1, 2022, the shareholders of Moruga approved a new capital project to farm approximately 600 additonal hectares of blueberries in the Olmos region of Peru. The project is antcipated to require a total investment of approximately $50 million, funded by cash fow generated by Moruga and pro-rata shareholder contributons based on each shareholders’ respectve ownership interest. The project is expected to be carried out in phases, startng mid-to-late fscal year 2023.

Long-term Debt

As of July 31, 2022, remaining maturites on our term loans and notes were $157.7 million. See Note 6 to the consolidated fnancial statements for more informaton.


Critcal accountng estmates

For a discussion of our critcal accountng estmates, see “Part II, Item 7. Management’s Discussion and Analysis of Financial Conditon and Operatons” in our Annual Report on Form 10-K for the year ended October 31, 2021, fled with the SEC on December 22, 2021. Except as noted below, there have been no material changes to the critcal accountng estmates disclosed in such Annual Report on Form 10-K.
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Business combinatons

We account for business combinatons under the acquisiton method of accountng in accordance with ASC Topic 805, Business Combinatons, which requires an allocaton of the consideraton paid, if any, to the identfable assets, intangible assets and liabilites based on the estmated fair values as of the acquisiton date. Goodwill represents the excess of the sum of the fair value of our previously held equity interest and the fair value of the noncontrolling interest, over the net of the acquisiton-date values of the identfable assets and liabilites assumed. Management estmates the fair value of assets and liabilites with the assistance of a third-party specialist, using a combinaton of the market and income valuaton methods. These valuaton methods use inputs that are estmated by management, such as revenue forecasts, projected capital spend, and estmates for cost of sales. The Company may adjust the amounts recognized for a business combinaton within the allowable one-year measurement period afer the acquisiton date. Any such adjustments would generally be recorded as increases or decreases to the goodwill recognized in the transacton.

Changes in Internal Control Over Financial Reportng

Except as noted below, there were no other changes in our internal control over fnancial reportng during the quarter ended July 31, 2022 that have materially afected, or are reasonably likely to materially afect, our internal control over fnancial reportng.

On May 1, 2022, we prospectvely consolidated Moruga S.A.C., an entty for which we have a 60% equity ownership interest, into our consolidated fnancial statements. We are currently in the process of integratng Moruga S.A.C. into our internal control environment over fnancial reportng, and as a result, certain controls may be changed.

On November 1, 2021, we implemented a new ERP system in our Marketng and Distributon segment, which impacted recordkeeping processes for the general ledger, accounts receivable, inventory, accounts payable, purchasing, and shipping. We have focused on the maintenance of internal controls and the assessment of the design of new controls through the development and deployment of the new ERP system.

Limitatons on Efectveness of Controls and Procedures

Our management does not expect that our disclosure controls and procedures or our internal control over fnancial reportng will prevent all errors and all fraud. A control system, no mater how well designed and operated, can provide only reasonable, not absolute, assurance that the objectves of the control system are met. Further, the design of a control system must refect the fact that there are resource constraints, and the benefts of controls must be considered relatve to their costs. Because of the inherent limitatons in all control systems, no evaluaton of controls can provide absolute assurance that all control issues and instances of fraud, if any, within our Company have been detected.

The ongoing confict between Russia and Ukraine may adversely afect our business and results of operatons.

Given the nature of our business and our global operatons, politcal, economic, and other conditons in foreign countries and regions, including geopolitcal risks such as the current confict between Russia and Ukraine, may adversely afect our business and results of operatons. The broader consequences of this confict, which may include further sanctons, embargoes, regional instability, and geopolitcal shifs; transportaton bans relatng to certain routes, or strategic decisions to alter certain routes; potental retaliatory acton by the Russian government against companies, including us, as a result of the suspension of services in Russia, including natonalizaton of foreign businesses in Russia; increased tensions between the United States and countries in which we operate; and the extent of the confict’s efect on our business and results of operatons as well as the global economy, cannot be predicted.

System security risks, data protecton breaches, cyber-atacks and systems integraton issues could disrupt our internal operatons or services provided to customers, and any such disrupton could reduce our expected revenue, increase our expenses, damage our reputaton and adversely afect our stock price.
